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Moving Here: Coming to the West Midlands
Content

The exhibition explores the experiences of people who migrated to the West Midlands between the 1940s and 2005. Using their own words and photographs, the banners look at a range of topics - the reasons for leaving their home country, their early impressions of Britain, and their current reflections on identity and home. The people featured in the exhibition come from a variety of cultural backgrounds and were born in countries as diverse as India, Iraq, Poland, Somalia and the Caribbean islands.

The exhibition has previously been successfully used for work with ESOL learners, for Refugee Week events, and for citizenship celebrations. 
Format
The exhibition consists of 9 freestanding panels but it has been designed so that a smaller number of the panels can be used if there is not enough space to show the whole display. If all the panels are used, we suggest that they should be displayed in the following order:
1. Moving Here: Coming to the West Midlands (introduction)

2. The home country
3. Leaving home

4. Experiences of war

5. The journey

6. First impressions

7. Working life

8. Settling in

9. Looking to the future
Practical details

The exhibition panels are in an easy to use pull-up banner format. They fold down into individual carry bags which will fit comfortably into an average sized car.

Banner dimensions when displayed – 220 cms high x 81 cms wide
Banner dimensions when bagged – 90 cms long x 23 cms wide
You will need to make your own transport arrangements for collecting and returning the exhibition to The Herbert Art Gallery and Museum. There is no charge for borrowing the exhibition, but damage to the panels beyond reasonable wear and tear may be chargeable. As a condition of borrowing the display, we will need you to keep a record of the number of people viewing the exhibition at your venue or event. 

Poster blanks for overprinting can be supplied free of charge. 
There is a film (13 minutes) connected with the exhibition which can be shown alongside it. The Herbert can supply this on DVD but we cannot provide the equipment to play it on.
